that’s when he revealed his potential. People complimented 
him after the event and he immediately fell in love with it.

The journey was not easy for him because the industry is 
complicated. One has to work hard to push his/her brand 
to get more recognition. However for him to take the 
brand far, he used Facebook to scout adverts and get 
some gigs which he did for free in order to get more 
publicity. Mc Theo mentioned that he is a residence 
Mc for Sunday Ultimate Chill session in Gabane and 
he always gives it his best. With his hard work and 
determination, he went as far as being one of the 
master of ceremonies for big events like GIMC and ‘Ga 
bo Motho’.

Mc Theo emphasized that this industry needs a hard 
working person as there are lot of sabotages there. 

He said, “One can be good at what they are doing 
but if you do not work extra hard nobody will 
recognize you.” When hosting an event, he 
applies his unique style and he has brought 
a different game into the industry by using 
lines as an introduction not the usual way that 
is normally used. His famous lines include; 

‘monate motho, o tla swa mosadi, botshelo 
wee….’. Mc Theo mentioned that he has 
a song called ‘Botshelo wee’, in which he 

featured Team Distant. 

“You cannot wake up and be a Mc, it is supposed 
to come as a push from the inner you….Be  creative 
and have energy to pull the crowd,” said Mc Theo.

Arts and Culture

His love for Setswana culture is amazing, considering the fact that we live in a century 
where cultural practices and beliefs are slowly fading. Edwin “Serurubele” Moroka is a 

true definition of Setswana culture poet, activist and redeemer.

He got the name “Serurubele” from his fans and it is now trending in broadcast 
and social media platforms in Botswana. The Kanye native is well known for 
his creative talent in poetry and rich knowledge in Setswana culture. He 
provides free education of Setswana be it riddles, idioms, proverbs, beliefs 
and practices through radio stations and Facebook. Moroka is the founder 
of a well-known poetry academy called Sekhutlwana sa Bannye, where he 
guides and teaches young children under the age of 16 about Setswana. So 
far he has worked with different schools around Botswana; Mophane primary 
school, Tshwaragano primary school, Bokamoso Junior School and others. 
He hosts Setswana programme called Sefalana sa Ditso which started airing 
on Duma FM since 2015. In 2017 he started another program still on Duma 
FM and named it after his academy Sekutlhwana sa Bannye. The program 
is currently sponsored by Botswana Open University. He specified that the 

main purpose of these programs is to revive Setswana cultural practices to 
Batswana. They also give the audience an opportunity to share their Setswana 

knowledge with others. Apart from poetry, “Serurubele” is also a student at 
Institute of Development Management where he pursues Bachelors of Degree in 
Public Health. 

In 2017 “Serurubele” scooped an award at Botswana Youth Awards under 
a category of “The Best Youth Promoting Culture and Heritage”. He has 
performed at various cultural, social and corporate events locally and 
internationally. He has also performed at Mmakgodumo Festival in Kanye, 
Ntwa ya Puo Battle, Son of the Soil and Gaborone International Music & 

Culture Festival, just to mention the few. On international basis he performed 
at 2018 Anual Livingstone International Culure and Arts Festival in Zambia. He 

was also honored to perform at Gopane Village in South Africa where he was invited 
by Chief Gopane of Bahurutshe. Serurubele has also done radio giggles to promote 

companies like Citizen Entrepreneurial Development Agency (CEDA), Botswana Open 
University and Orange Botswana.

Adding on the issue of improving poetry industry in the country, “Serurubele” revealed 
that, “Poetry is not well recognized in Botswana; poets are underpaid and left out in most 

festivals and events.” He further added that at least there should be unions that regulate 
how poets have to be paid. He requested his fellow poets to change their motive of 
performing for less, saying that they should rather know their value. In addition, he tackled 

the creativity issue as he said poets have to come up with new creativity levels and stop 
doing the same verses repeatedly as they become monotonous. 

“Serurubele” said for the poetry industry and the entire Arts and Culture division to grow 
in Botswana, they need to be included in issues that concern economic development.  “Let 
poets be involved in reciting and composing poems about Botswana diamonds, beef as well 
as floras and faunas. This can be a way of marketing Botswana’s most precious resources and 
create employment as well as diversification of the economy,” added Moroka. 

He acknowledged the support of his fans and various cultural groups that he has worked with, 
being Mogolokwane Association, Maruping Poetry Association and many more.
