When asked about his relationship with 
Mafia Soul Clothing Company, Dram-
aboi said “It’s true that I have been the 
Mafia Soul ambassador for two years. I 
decided not to renew the contract with 
them because I wanted to focus and help 
grow my career. I felt that Mafia Soul was 
wasting my time, so I did not want to  get 
stuck in one position for too long.”
The 24 year old never took music for 
granted from the start. Getting into mu-
sic for him wasn’t about spot light, but 
his concern was based on the happiness 
of his family, lives of his followers and his 
life. 

The source of his hard work is from art-
ists who were in the spot light back then 
when he got into music industry the likes 
of Eminem, Kanye West. Also the over-
whelming support from Batswana plays 
a crucial role in his work. He said that 
alone inspires him to work harder in ev-
ery project.

This go getter dreams to be internation-
ally recognised with musicians such as 
Kendrick Lamar, Kanye West, Meek Mill 
etc. “The good part is that I do music full 
time so my time is managed well with 
the music”.

Dramaboi has already released three al-
bums so far. He collaborated with MMP

togetherness and cooperation.

“My achievement is what I am now which 
is not easy to become. I had to teach my-
self, it’s an achievement to come from 
nothing to something. I am from unsta-
ble family and I end up taking care of 
them. Creating some employment for 
people is an achievement on its own”. He 
said.

Dramaboi’s songs represent reality 
things that happen and affect people in 
their everyday life. His song “Setakile” 
talks about the difference between 
month end and mid month, situations 
that people face and how they live. All 
these reflect the mature Dramaboi who 
changes peoples’ lives, who educate and 
inspire them through his music. This dif-
ferentiates him from other artists. He 
said “My music is going to take me to 
a higher power that I have never been 
in and that any artist has never experi-

When on stage, Dramaboi feels as bet-
ter than when he is somewhere else be-
cause every time his fans connect with 
him and listen to him.

Find activities for your toddler 
while you feed the baby

You’ll be surprised how much you can 
do with your toddler while you feed the 
baby. You might read a book, roll a ball 
back and forth, or play with her toy fig-
urines. She can read the baby a book or 
help hold the bottle. She’ll appreciate 
not being excluded during the baby’s fre-
quent feedings.

Give your toddler responsibilities

give her tasks a notch above what you’d 
normally give her—kids will meet our 
expectations, so might as well set them 
high.

Explain when you’ll be more 
available

You’ll come across a time when, no mat-
ter how much you’ve prepared or tried to 
avoid it, both kids need your attention. 
You might be feeding the baby at the ex-
act moment she wants to play chase. Or 
you need her to stop playing the guitar 
so you can put the baby to sleep. Rather 
than feel flustered that you can’t do both 
things at the same time, give your tod-
dler a time frame of when she can expect 
you to be available. 

Spend time with the baby while 
your toddler plays independently

Is your older child still not used to playing 
alone? Encourage independent play now 
so she learns to entertain herself while 
you’re with the baby. One of the best 
ways to encourage independent play is 
to set up an area just for your toddler. 
This might be an art table with plen-
ty of open-ended crafts and materials, 
or a play tent with her stuffed animals. 
You can also set up a library of children’s 
board books she can flip through.

Spend one-on-one time with your 
toddler

Your toddler will want one-on-one time 
with you, as she should. As demanding 
as a newborn can be, you can still find 
pockets of time to spend with your older 
one. These moments can be simple, so 
long as they focus on her. You can: Play 
a simple game while the baby naps, read 
a book after the baby has already gone 
down to bed or ask her to help you do 
simple chores at home. These simple 
moments reassure her you still love her, 
no matter what.

Effective social and emotional learn-
ing programming involves coordinat-
ed classroom, school wide, family, and 
community practices that help students 
develop the following five key skills:

Self-Awareness
Self-awareness involves understanding 
one’s own emotions, personal goals, and 
values. This includes accurately assess-
ing one’s strengths and limitations, hav-
ing positive mindsets, and possessing 
a well-grounded sense of self-efficacy 
and optimism. High levels of self-aware-
ness require the ability to recognize how 
thoughts, feelings, and actions are inter-
connected.

Self-Management
It requires skills and attitudes that facil-
itate the ability to regulate one’s own 
emotions and behaviors. This includes 
the ability to delay gratification, manage 
stress, control impulses, and persevere 
through challenges in order to achieve 
personal and educational goals.

Social Awareness
Social awareness involves the ability to 
understand, empathize, and feel com-
passion for those with different back-
grounds or cultures. It also involves un-
derstanding social norms for behavior 
and recognizing family, school, and com-
munity resources and supports.

Relationship Skills
They help students to establish and 
maintain healthy and rewarding rela-
tionships, and to act in accordance with 
social norms. These skills involve com-
municating clearly, listening actively, 
cooperating, resisting inappropriate so-
cial pressure, negotiating conflict con-
structively, and seeking help when it is 
needed.

Responsible Decision Making
Responsible decision making involves

School leaders 
play a critical role in fostering school 
wide activities and policies that promote 
positive school environments, such as 
establishing a team to address the build-
ing climate, adult modeling of social and 
emotional competence, and developing 
clear norms, values, and expectations for 
students.

Oral thrush is a yeast infection of the 
mouth that is caused by a fungal micro-
organism called Candida albicans. Oral 
thrush is most common in infants and is 
generally not a serious condition in itself. 
However, it can be uncomfortable and 
lead to difficulties with eating or infant 
feeding if it does not resolve or is not 
treated.

Causes 
When the immune system is weaker, the 
fungus can grow, leading to sores and 
lesions in the mouth and on the tongue. 
Oral thrush may occur in babies because 
their immune systems take time to ma-
ture, making them less able to resist in-
fection.

Oral thrush infections can also happen 
after treatment with antibiotics. This 
is because antibiotics reduce the levels 
of healthy bacteria in a baby’s mouth, 
which allows fungus levels to increase.

Symptoms 
Thrush appears as whitish, velvety le-
sions in the mouth and on the tongue. 
Underneath the whitish material, there 
is red tissue that may bleed easily. The 
lesions can slowly increase in number 
and size
.
The first sign may be that the baby is 
unsettled, especially when feeding (his 
mouth is sore). However, many babies 
are not bothered by thrush.

Thrush shows as white patches on the 
roof of the mouth, inside the cheeks and 
on the tongue. There may be redness 
around the patches, and they might look 
like ulcers. Unlike bits of milk, the patch-

es do not wash or rub off easily.

Treating babies for oral thrush
If you think your child may have thrush in 
the mouth, one needs to go to a doctor 
or child health nurse to be sure, and to 
get advice about treatment.

Preventing oral thrush
Nursing women who have nipple dis-
charge or pain should also notify their 
health provider so they can be exam-
ined for a thrush infection in the nipples, 
which could be transmitted to the mouth 
of a nursing infant.

Is Greek yogurt healthier than regu-
lar yogurt?
A: Typically, Greek yogurt has more 
protein than regular yogurt but it is 
not necessarily healthier. No matter 
what type of yogurt you choose, look 
for one that is fat-free or at least low-
fat and that is not loaded with sugar. 
Plain yogurt will obviously not have 
added sugar; and, typically, yogurts 
that are 100 calories or less for a 6 oz. 
container will be moderate in added 
sugar.

Do childhood earaches cause hear-
ing loss later in life?
A: Recurrent ear infections during 
childhood can sometimes lead to 
chronic hearing loss. If an infection is 
suspected, the child should be seen by 
a physician for appropriate treatment.

What alternative therapies can be used to treat migraine?
A: The most common non-medical treatment for headache is relaxation training. 
Relaxation training is equally as effective for treatment of migraine as medica-
tions. This training takes more time and effort than using a medication, but once 
learned, it is free, can be used whenever the patient wishes, and has no negative 
side effects. Exercise has been shown to reduce headache risk and psychotherapy 
often helps patients learn to identify and manage headache-triggering emotional 
stress.

For ballpoint pen ink
Place a paper towel under the stain and 
sponge it with rubbing alcohol. Use an 
eyedropper to apply alcohol directly 
onto the stain or, for a larger spot, pour 
the alcohol into a small dish, immerse 
the stained area and soak for 15 min-
utes. The ink should begin to dissolve 
almost immediately. Continue sponging 
and blotting the stain until no further 
ink is released from the fabric. Rinse un-
der cool water, apply a pre-wash stain 
remover and wash the garment in hot 
water. Check that the ink is completely 
removed before tossing the item in the 
dryer.

For felt-tip pen ink
Removing felt-tip ink is a bit more time 
consuming — but not impossible. First, 
rinse the stain under cold water to flush 
out as much of the ink as you can. Then

fill a basin with hot water and pour in a 
bleach-free, liquid laundry detergent. 
The amount you’d used to hand wash a 
blouse should do, plus a couple splashes 
of ammonia. Stir the solution and im-
merse the garment. Give the stain a rub 
with your fingers, and let it soak for 30 
minutes to an hour.

If it’s a stubborn stain, let it soak over-
night, giving it a rub every so often. Soon 
you’ll see it starting to fade. To help it 
along, mix up a fresh solution or add a bit 
more ammonia. When the stain is gone, 
rinse the garment, rub in a bit more liq-
uid laundry detergent and wash as usual. 
As with any stain, air dry the garment un-
til you are certain the stain is completely 
removed.

Whether you use liquid 
fabric softener or dry-
er sheets, these prod-
ucts soften fibers to 
help reduce wrinkles, 

diminish static cling and add a bit of fra-
grance to your laundry. But using them 
on certain materials can actually have a 
negative effect on fibers. Carolyn Forte, 
director of the Good Housekeeping Insti-
tute Cleaning Lab, says to read the care 
label before adding it to your rinse cy-
cle — and think twice about using fabric 
softener on these four materials.

1. Microfiber
What’s great about microfiber is that its 
intricate threads have the ability to trap 
dust and absorb spills. However, if you 
toss it in the wash with fabric softener, 
you could end up destroying their effec-
tiveness.

2. Sportswear
Many types of athletic wear have wick-
ing technology to absorb sweat from 
your skin and keep you cool when you’re 
working out. If you use fabric softener on 
these garments, it’ll leave a coating that 
will prevent them from well, wicking.

3. Towels
While everyone loves to dry off with a 
soft towel, liquid fabric softener and dry-
er sheets can reduce the absorbency of 
terry cloth and other fluffy fabrics. If you 
feel like your towels aren’t drying as well 
as they did when they were new, skip the 
softener every few washes.

4.Flame-resistant clothing
To reduce the risk that kids’ sleepwear 
will catch on fire, it’s required to be 
flame-resistant. But washing your chil-
dren’s pajamas and nightgowns with 
fabric softener impacts the flame-resis-
tant properties in the fabric.

Mother teaching cubs how to deal 
with cobra

I have seen many documentaries about 
lion prides in Nat Geo at Savuti marsh but 
being there witnessing and photograph-
ing the lion pride and the cubs encounter 
with cobra and mother teaching them 
how to behave was an ultimate experi-

ence. 

It was around 0800 in the morning and the 
overcast clouds were disbursing. The male li-
ons were rolling and dozing on the green car-
pet and kept checking visitors to make sure 
their cubs are safe. A playful lion cub running 
around and don’t care by the surrounded 
guest circling in the 4x4 vehicles. We were 
lucky enough to be in the right place at the 
right time while the mother teaches her cubs 
how to behave with the cobra. The Savuti is 
famous for this incredible lion activity, al-

though it’s still likely to occur here more than 
anywhere else.

The drive over sprawling wetland and savan-
nahs that make up the Savuti Marsh (a 10,878 
square kilometre stretch of land on the west-
ern corridor) provide a diverse portion of wil-
derness for the inhabitants of Chobe National 
Park. Savuti Marsh, an oasis that is fed by the 
Savuti Channel, an overflow from the Oka-
vango Delta flood waters, teemed with life.
The Savuti area is renowned for offering 
spectacular game viewing opportunities. 
During the dry season, you can expect to see 
Savuti’s famous Lion prides and resident bull 
elephants, antelopes, black-backed jackal, 
bat-eared fox, tsessebe, kudu, impala, gi-
raffe and ostrich. During the summer months 
thousands of zebra and antelope species mi-

grate to the area offering fantastic predator 
viewing including lion, hyena and cheetah 
species. The buffalo herds and migrant birds 
also arrive. Savuti has a resident population 
of over 300 species.

The second largest zebra migration happens 
in the Savuti before the rains arrive. General-
ly in November and December; and between 
February and April, the zebras move from the 
rivers in the north in search of rain-ripe grass-
lands and full waterholes in the southwest of 
the park. The migration is always followed by 
large numbers of predators.
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Some are born great, some 
achieve greatness, and some hire 
public relations officers,” said the 
historian Daniel J. Boorstin.

Fold the torso over the legs with the 
arms extended or by the sides, and rest 
the forehead on the ground. Take long 
deep breaths, and massage the forehead 
left to right easing tension at the brow 
point.

4 Plow Pose 
Stay in the plow pose for one to five 
minutes to fall asleep easier. Lie down 
on your back, lifting your legs over your 
head and then to the ground behind you, 
with your hands either on your back for 
support or on the floor. By turning the 
flow of blood around, you bring new vi-
tality into the body.

5 Legs Up The Wall 
Pose 
This simple pose, performed against a 
wall, is excellent for evening relaxation 
and stress relief. Stay in the pose for 
as long as five minutes, with the eyes 
closed and use a soothing eye pillow if 
desired.

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6 Corpse Pose

9 Reclining Butterfly 
A variation of the basic butterfly pose, 
the reclining butterfly can help the body 
get into rest mode.

Ronald is mentored and inspired by one 
of the Botswana’s greatest artists, Mr 
Wilson Ngoni. He said that he gets some 
artistic residue to nourish his artistic 
bough to become a title holder. He said 
“After almost three full years of doing 
art full time, I am now selling my work 
overseas like UK, USA, Philippines and I 
might send some to India soon. 

My biggest achievement was realising 
that I am a talented artist and knowing 
my purpose, otherwise I wouldn’t be 
where I am today. The number of art art-
ists increases with time but at the end of 
the day our work will tell the best. Ronald 
is not in a competition with other artists 
because he believes that a creative man 
is motivated by the desire to achieve, not 
by the desire to beat others.

The multi-talented Ronald will have an 
exhibition on the 9th of December in 
Phikwe at Syringa Lodge with other four 
young talented artists. He invites people
